RESTRICTIONS
Up to 2 courses may overlap between the TESOL certificate and
the ELL endorsement offered in the College of Education & Social
Services.

OTHER INFORMATION
In the College of Arts and Sciences (CAS), only one course may
overlap between an undergraduate certificate and a major or between
an undergraduate certificate and a minor.

For a Bachelor of Arts degree, no more than 45 credits in courses with
the same departmental prefix may be used toward completion of the
120 credits required for graduation. For a Bachelor of Science degree
in the College of Arts and Sciences, the maximum is 50 credits.
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
